You will help the Committee develop strong relationships within the community around the
Narraguagus River and create more and deeper opportunities for citizen participation.

Activities include developing a citizen science program in partnership with youth education
programs and other community volunteers and organizations; and developing and sharing outreach
and education materials, including interpretive installations around the Riverwalk. Other activities
include managing volunteers, hosting public discussions and conducting interviews to receive input

To be a Maine Service Fellow, you must...

e Be atleast 20 years of age and hold a college degree (associates, bachelors, or graduate) by
the start of their service term in January.

e Be eligible to work in the United States and pass a background check that includes a criminal
history record check.

e Live in the community impacted by their project.

Strong applicants will have:

e Ability and comfort with working with people, particularly youth, and groups of people.
e Ability and willingness to reach out and build relationships with community members.
e Strong written, verbal, and graphic communication skills.

e Comfort with working independently and ability to be self-directed and take initiative.

e Proficiency, or ability to learn, basic web platforms such as Wordpress, Facebook, and
Canva.
