You will help the Town of Van Buren advance several critical climate action resiliency projects
including implementing the Town’s Community Resilience Partnership-funded projects; engage
volunteers and build partnerships; and conduct outreach to increase awareness of resources,
including engaging vulnerable populations.

Activities include conducting an environmental risk assessment, developing a volunteer recruitment
plan, developing educational materials, hosting community workshops on resilience, applying for
grants, coordinating flood preparedness projects, developing a town-wide resilience plan, and host
public events.

e Be atleast 20 years of age and hold a college degree (associates, bachelors, or graduate) by
the start of their service term in January.

e Be eligible to work in the United States and pass a background check that includes a criminal
history record check.

e Live in the community impacted by their project.

Strong applicants will have:

e Knowledge, skills, and experience in the development and implementation of climate
resilience projects

e Ability and comfort with working with people.
e Comfort with working independently and ability to be self-directed and take initiative.

e Strong written and verbal communication skills.

Exceptional applicants will be bilingual (French and English).
